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Terms: RSS vs. PODCAST

RSS: Really Simple Syndication, Online method of automatically providing subscribers with data (any type of data files).

PODCAST: An RSS feed for distributing multimedia files, (audio, video, images), for playback on mobile devices and computers.

RSS and PODCAST Pedagogy

          (things to consider)

· Course Casting vs. Additional Material: Should it be just the lecture within a podcast or RSS feed, what about bonus/additional material for students.

· Lecture presentation (audio/video) & timing: Should the lectures be just audio or video as well. Should all the lectures be available at the same time or just one at a time?

· How does student access content: Is it accessed from the library, from home computers, from iPods, Playstation portables, cell phones, or from other mobile players? 

· Interaction possibilities: Lectures though podcast, interaction during class time. Podcast lecture, reaction through discussion board. Critiquing of student podcasts, etc. 

· RSS/Podcast usage assessment: End of course critique, system file usage logs, periodic survey questions, question within podcast, etc.
