One of the career resources
available to students at ACIC is Discover—
an online career assessment that asks
questions about your career-related
interests, abilities, and values. Your results
are then plotted on the World-of-Work Map,
allowing you to see what occupational fields
are most compatible with your career
“personality.”

As you can see in the graphic above,
the World-of-Work Map organizes careers
in six broad fields based on primary work
tasks (people, data, things, and ideas), and
then divides those six fields into more
specific lettered career areas. This map is a
great guide to understanding the
relationships among careers.

So whether you re looking to
apply your Discover results to K-State
programs, or just trying to get an idea about
majors that can help you land a job in a
certain career field, this will be a great
resource for you!
