· How important is an advanced degree (master’s or Ph.D.) to a successful career in the field of your interest? 
· Do you have any “on-the-job” or laboratory experience in the field of your interest or related areas? Give examples of things that you have done that you judge to be original, creative, or demonstrate leadership.
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
