community organizations, etc.) and what you have learned from your community 

involvement experiences. How will these experiences influence your future goals? 

OR 

3. Describe an academic challenge and how you have overcome it. How does this 

experience influence your future goals? 

 

The essay should be between 250 words and 500 words (about 1-2 pages double-spaced and
