Minutes of the College of Arts & Sciences Faculty Meeting, 1 November 2007

The Minutes of the Faculty of Arts & Sciences Meeting of 4 October 2007 were approved on a motion by Anne Phillips, seconded by Alison Wheatley.  The motion passed unanimously.

It being determined that acquiescence in the amendment by the original proposer of the motion obviated the need for a vote on the friendly amendment, a vote was taken on the original motion, which passed unanimously.
