Gamma Epsilon of Beta Theta Pi

Out-of-House Membership Agreement

This agreement is made and entered into this __________ day of __________ 20__ by and between the Gamma Epsilon Chapter of Beta Theta Pi Fraternity acting for itself and as agent for Beta Theta Pi Holding Company (owner of the chapter house) hereinafter collectively referred to as “Fraternity”, and _____________________________________________________ hereinafter referred to as “Student.”


WHEREAS, Fraternity maintains a fraternity house at Kansas State University, situated at 500 Sunset Avenue, Manhattan, Kansas, for purpose of providing room, board, fraternity affiliations, social experiences, Interfraternity and university experiences for students at Kansas State University who are members or prospective members of the Gamma Epsilon Chapter of Beta Theta Pi Fraternity, and


WHEREAS, the Gamma Epsilon Chapter is an unincorporated association of undergraduate college students constituting a chapter of Beta Theta Pi Fraternity, a not-for-profit corporation and Beta Theta Pi Holding Company is a not-for-profit corporation owning the premises at 500 Sunset Avenue, Manhattan, Kansas, and


WHEREAS, Gamma Epsilon chapter is responsible for the day-to-day operation and minor upkeep of the premises as well as the selection and indoctrination of new members and other activities engaged in by a college fraternity, and


WHEREAS, Student represents that he is a member of the Fraternity, and


WHEREAS, the parties wish to enter into a written agreement providing for the terms and conditions of Student’s tenancy at the premises as set forth below:


THEREFORE, IT IS AGREED AS FOLLOWS:

1. PREMISES AND TERM.  Fraternity hereby acknowledges Student on the rolls and Scholarship listings as an active member of Beta Theta Pi Fraternity, for the academic year of 2000 – 2001.

2. MEALS.  If Student agrees to the meal plan, the Fraternity agrees to provide 19 meals per week during such times that the room accommodations are provided, at such times as shall be determined by the Fraternity.  No meals shall be served on Saturday afternoon or other occasions that the Kitchen Manager or Chapter, in their discretion, deem unfeasible (i.e. social events or other functions).  Meals shall be prepared in a sanitary manner and shall be nutritious and of good quality.

3. CHAPTER DUES AND PAYMENT TERMS.  Student must choose one of the four payment plans below:

· PLAN A.  Student agrees to pay $200.00 fraternal dues, $250.00 per semester for meals provided by the Fraternity, and $50.00 per semester to participate in social events sponsored by the Fraternity.

· PLAN B.  Student agrees to pay $200.00 fraternal dues, $250.00 per semester for meals provided by the Fraternity.

· PLAN C.  Student agrees to pay $200.00 fraternal dues, and $50.00 per semester to participate in social events sponsored by the Fraternity.

· PLAN D.  Student agrees to pay $200.00 fraternal dues.

Fraternity reserves the right to assess a monthly late fee of 5% of the amount of the delinquent payment.  A payment is considered delinquent 10 days after it is due.

Any purchases of extra items, such as party favors, etc. will be paid for by the student upon signing up for those items.

4. CONDITIONS FOR TERMINATION OF OUT-OF-HOUSE CONTRACT.  In the event the Student voluntarily leaves the Fraternity at any time during the term of this agreement, no refund will be rendered.

5. HOUSE RULES.  Student agrees to abide by all provision of the Constitution, By-Laws, and House Rules of Gamma Epsilon of Beta Theta Pi.

6. PARENT/GUARDIAN RESPONSBILITY.  Student and his undersigned parent(s) and/or legal guardian(s) shall be jointly and severally liable for the Student’s full and faithful performance of the terms and conditions of this agreement.

7. NON-ASSIGNABILITY.  This agreement is non-assignable.

8. NON-RENEWABILITY.  Fraternity is not obligated to renew this agreement and this agreement shall be applicable for the academic year stated herein.

9. FAILURE TO SUBMIT PAYMENT.  A specific condition precedent to the effectiveness of this agreement is submission with the signed contract of full payment reflected on the attached housing form(s).  Failure to submit such payment with the contract may result in removal from active status with the Fraternity.

10. HEADINGS.  The headings are for the purpose of convenience and reference only.

11. SIGNITURES AND ADDRESS.  The signatures at the end of this document indicate full knowledge and agreement with the terms herein.  Student’s address shown below constitutes the authorized address for the refund of any monies due to the Student under this agreement.

12. FULL AGREEMENT.  This agreement constitutes all of the promises and understandings between the parties hereto, there being no other promises, understandings, or representations preceding this agreement that are not included herein.
