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Assistant dean of education wants to be

an agent for change at K-State

With full-ride scholarships in basketball and football, David L. Griffin Sr. 94 had every aspiration to become a

pro basketball player after college. However, after receiving his undergraduate degree at Lane College in Jacksonville, Tenn., Griffin realized his
niche was to teach, and that’s exactly what he is doing today at K-State. “I love teaching because | feel like I am making a contribution, along with
others, to make this a better society,” Griffin said. “I love working with people and love working with students.”

In his 17th year at K-State, Griffin is assistant dean for diversity in the College of Education and associate professor of secondary education. “My
primary responsibility at K-State is to enhance diversity in our college. I’'m involved in the recruitment of undergraduate and graduate students of
color to K-State,” he said. “I help promote the hiring and retention of faculty, and | serve on the university’s commission on multicultural affairs.”
As a professor, Griffin teaches the required education course, Teaching in a Multicultural Society. “The class is geared to help students understand
the dynamics of diverseness of their students in the classroom as they deliver instruction,” he said. “Diversity is so broad. It’s not just black or
white. You have to understand the cultural differences of individual students. If you don’t know what their culture is, it’s hard to truly teach them to
the fullest.” Griffin strives to live his life by the words of Gandhi: “We must be the change we wish to see in the world.” “I try to be an example of
what | teach,” he said. “I am extremely proud of the fact | am an example of what | teach others. I live what I teach.”

Before coming to K-State, Griffin served as a high school and middle school principal for 14 years. He also served as director of secondary educa-
tion for four years in an urban school district. The College of Education’s dean, Michael Holen, recruited Griffin to K-State. Griffin received his
doctorate at K-State in 1994. At K-State, Griffin has been given the opportunity to train teachers. In the past, he had always been involved in the
hiring aspect. “I have had a wonderful opportunity to help mold and train teachers all over the state of Kansas,” he said. “I have loved it ever since I
got here, and I’m still here.”

A campus leader in student development died Thursday. Reginland “Reggie” McGowan died Thursday at the University of Kansas
Medical Center in Kansas City, Kan. He was 49.

McGowan was the assistant vice president of educational and personal development programs.

He is survived by his wife, Juanita McGowan, assistant dean of diversity for the College of Arts and Sciences and associate profes-

sor and director of American ethnic studies, as well as his parents.

In his 27 years at K-State, McGowan served in a variety of roles. McGowan began his time as a research assistant in the animal sci-
ence department and later joined the Upward Bound program in 1984. He became its K-State director in 1988.

According to its Web site, Upward Bound is a federally funded program designed to provide students with academic and personal
support to assist them in preparing for college.

The Feb. 21, 1991, issue of In View, a faculty newsletter, noted that Upward Bound had a 99.5-percent success rate at keeping
“high risk” students in school.

McGowan was awarded the 1993 Conoco Presidential Award for Distinguished Services to Minority Education.

McGowan also served as director of the Educational Opportunity Programs, known as TRIO, and co-director of the First Tee Life
Skills and Leadership Academy.

He also had served as the K-State adviser for Alpha Phi Alpha, Phi Beta Sigma, and the Black Student Union.

Candice Hironaka, associate director of the School of Leadership Studies, said McGowan was instrumental in bringing First Tee to
Manhattan in 2000.

David Griffin, associate professor of secondary education and assistant dean of diversity, said McGowan was a mentor to many,
including him.

“He was student-centered and an advocate of upward mobility,” Griffin said. “Helping people was not a job to him, it was a joy.”
Griffin said McGowan will be greatly missed.

Funeral services were held at || a.m. Thursday in Jackson, Miss., at the Anderson United Methodist Church. Mr. McGowan was

laid to rest at his birthplace in Bay Springs, Mississippi. Dr. David Griffin spoke on behalf of Kansas State University.
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
