1. A letter of nomination/support by the student’s major professor. A second letter of support may be submitted by one additional faculty member.

2. A current curriculum vitae.

3. Summary of courses taught within the last two years (include title, number of students enrolled and short description of course).

4. Student evaluations (as administered by the Center for the Advancement of Teaching and learning or the Division of Biology) of at least two, but not more than three, undergraduate courses taught by you within the last three semesters. Student comments should also be submitted along with the numerical evaluation summaries.

5. Letters of support from students (not more than three letters).

6. Paragraph on your teaching philosophy.

7. Other contributions made by you to the teaching field within the last two years (one-page limit).


Nomination/Application Materials for Frazier and Roth Graduate Student 
Research Awards

1. A letter of nomination/support by the student’s major professor. A second letter of
    support may be submitted by one additional faculty member.

2. A complete CV of the nominee/applicant, including a list of publications.

3. A brief, one page maximum, description, by the nominee/applicant, of his/her research
    goals, approaches, results, and significance.
4. Reprints of publications resulting from his/her thesis/dissertation research.

5. An additional requirement is that the nominee/applicant must present at the Annual

    Research Forum.
