a.
Proposed policy on Information/Data Integration – In David Hillier’s absence, Gail Simmonds provided and overview of the Access Authorization to University Digital Data and Systems Policy.  There were some questions regarding the “transaction hub”, Townsend explained the hub controls access to the stored information.  In order for someone to access the stored information, a Memorandum of Agreement will need to be on file in order to grant permission to those individuals needing the information.
Townsend suggested the addition of a “Definition” section to this policy.  A motion was made to approve the Access Authorization to University Digital Data and Systems Policy, motion carried.

b. Update on Security Plan – Townsend indicated there was no new action at this time.



c. Other Items – Townsend provided information regarding help with the abundance of SPAM that everyone has been receiving.  CNS is looking into two options regarding SPAM:  Option #1, CNS will automatically delete e-mail in the “JUNK” folder without first allowing e-mail holder to review the JUNK folder.  Option #2, CNS will automatically delete e-mail out of “JUNK” folder after it has been held for 14 days.  This option allows e-mail holders to review their “JUNK” folder if they have a need.  The committee preferred option number two.
