I. Chair Littrell opened the meeting at 1:35 p.m.   The Minutes of the April 15, 2004 meeting were approved with the following correction to IIIc: “preferred option number two” was added to the last sentence.  Motion passed with correction.

II. Announcements:


a.
Leitnaker announced that Jennifer Gehrt will be the LASER project director for the next two to three years.    


b.
Townsend announced CNS has increased the internet bandwith by another 10 mbs/second.  This increase was possible due to cost reductions of bandwith.



III. Discussion/Update Items

a.   Central Management Information Systems Projects (Diana Blake):

Blake provided an overview of the Central Management Information Systems (CMIS) project. The committee serves in an advisory capacity to the Vice President for Administration and Finance and the Executive Computing Committee for review of proposed projects.



b. Update on Security Plan – After discussion regarding the requirements of the Gramm Leach Bliley Act and the necessary language to be incorporated, a motion was made to approve the Security Plan.  Motion carried. 



c. Latest developments in spam controls – Townsend indicated that effective Fall 2004, there will be an automatic deletion of e-mail from all “JUNK” folders after the mail has been in the “JUNK” folder for 14 days.  This option is turned on for all KSU e-mail users with an option to opt out if desired.  Townsend indicated that Rebecca Gould, iTAC, is heading up the marketing campaign to get the word out to students.


d. Requiring managed anti-virus software in residence halls and architecture studios for the fall semester  – Townsend indicated there are a high number of “mal-ware” problems and that anti-virus software is needed on all computers.  Managed anti-virus software provides a quicker update than the “Live Update” on Symantec.  Beginning in the fall semester students will be required to have managed anti-virus software loaded on their computers.  The priority is the residence halls and CNS will be working with Housing and Dining to implement this requirement.


e. Actively scanning for and blocking computers on the campus network that are vulnerable to attack (i.e., have not applied Microsoft Windows critical security updates). – Townsend reported that if the Microsoft Windows patches had been installed prior to the latest worm hitting campus we would not have been infected.  Daily scanning of computers will be done and any person identified will have 2 to 3 days to install the patches; if no patch is installed, CNS will remove the computer from the server.  Zschoche inquired about the “scanning” being done, whether it is looking at the content on the computer.  Townsend indicated that this tool does not look at any content on the computer.
