I. Chair Littrell opened the meeting at 1:35 p.m.   The Minutes of the May 20, 2004 were approved with a minor typographical change.  Motion passed with correction.

II. Announcements:


a.
New IRMC members beginning in November – Littrell informed everyone her post as chair of this committee will be ending.  Dr. Unger will announce new committee members and chair soon.    


b.
Littrell announced that Cornell University will be hosting an online seminar November 10th.  Lara Flint from the Center for Democracy and Technology will be speaking, with live video stream, on government surveillance of data networks, CALEA, VOIP, and the recent decision in CDT's favor on ISP liability for child pornography, CDT v. Pappert (for more info, see:  http://www.cdt.org/speech/pennwebblock/). Information about the time of her talks and video streaming will soon be posted on the UCPL main site: http://www.cit.cornell.edu/oit/UCPL.  Littrell will provide updated information as it becomes available.

III. Discussion/Update Items

a.   Data and Information Security Policy – Rowlett reported that the Access Authorization to        University Digital Data and Systems policy as approved by IRMC is now being routed to         Dean’s Council and CITAC for review.


b. CNS Policies – Townsend reported that CNS has been revising, consolidating, and deleting their policies.  CNS’s goal is to have these policies published in the Policies and Procedures Manual (PPM).  Littrell asked if this was prompted by the current IT security audit that is being conducted.  Townsend indicated updating policies was necessary and the audit just accelerated the process.  Rowlett suggested posting CNS’s updated policies (once complete) to the web for IRMC members to review and bring questions/comments to a future IRMC meeting.

Townsend brought new item for discussion; eID eligibility requirements.  In the past, campus ministers were given an eID, which does not comply with current policy.  Pat Bosco requested an exception be made and campus ministers be given an eID.  After discussion, Rowlett suggested campus ministers be put on adjunct appointments thus allowing them the right to have an eID along with other university privileges.   Rowlett will work with Pat Bosco to get the campus ministers on adjunct appointments.


c. Update to Information Technology Usage Policy –  Rowlett provided proposed revisions to the Electronic Mail Usage policy.  After discussion, committee requested a closed meeting with Cheryl Strecker to clarify the “fundraising or causes” language.  Townsend suggested making some of the language more general, such as “IT resources” rather than the “email system” language that was used.



d. Official Use of E-Mail - Rowlett provided a draft copy of the “Official Electronic Correspondence with Faculty, Staff, and Students” policy and asked committee members to provide comments at the next IRMC meeting.  Zschoche stated concerns about sending student’s grades through e-mail and the desire to have a specific policy on this practice.  Rowlett suggested this issue be taken to FSCOT.  Tweed Ross will take this issue to the FSCOT committee.  Zschoche agreed to attend the FSCOT meeting to convey her concerns and that of other faculty and to draft language to address this issue.


e. Update on Legislative Post Audit Review – Rowlett indicated that information has been compiled and submitted to the auditors.  At this time no actual date has been scheduled for their visit.  Departments will be working with university auditors Anu Vadlani and Warren Strauss.


f. Information Security Plan – Rowlett stated this plan has been routed and is currently awaiting signatures from the Executive Computing Committee.
