I. Chair Haddock opened the meeting at 1:32 p.m.  The minutes of the December 16, 2004, were approved.

III. Discussion/Update Items

a. Official Electronic Correspondence with Faculty, Staff, and Students Policy.  At the last meeting Rowlett and Townsend agreed to re-draft the last section in order to make it more general relative to issues of confidentiality.  A motion was made and seconded to approve the policy.  Motion passed. 

b. IRMC Welcome/Future Issues-Beth Unger.  Dr. Unger thanked everyone for serving on IRMC.  She complimented the committee on the structure that is in place for policy development and approval.  Currently, the process includes approval of the FS.  She asked the committee to consider the possibility of having the Classified Senate included in the process as well.  She indicated she expects the council to recommend policy and to review policy recommend by others.   

This year’s theme will be security.  Several awareness events and training sessions will be offered to enhance IT security campus wide.  

Several upcoming issues:  the campus use of SSNs, security relative to video conferencing equipment, physical access to IT wiring closets, and confidentiality of business contingency planning.  Dr. Unger also mentioned that the Legislature is in the process of conducing an IT audit at K-State.  K-State has hired an internal IT auditor to assist in matters related to IT use and security.  

She indicated that FCC has made a clarification relative to the restriction of faculty and students installing their own wireless access.  According to FCC campuses cannot restrict this action. However, we can restrict network access.  This will necessitate our review of the Wireless Use Policy.  Townsend indicated he will bring recommended revisions to the Wireless Use Policy to the committee at the next meeting.
