I. Welcome/Introductions.  Chair Haddock opened the meeting at 1:40.  He announced that Deborah Canter is a new committee member.  She will start coming to the meetings next month, due to a conflict with this meeting.
II. Minutes of December 15, 2005.  A minor change in wording was requested.  The wording “text formats” will be changed to read “fonts.” Motion for approval by Roger Terry.  Seconded by Beverly Page.  Motion approved with the change.
III. Announcements.  
A. Harvard Townsend announced that the central IT generator was installed, tested and is working.  He explained that the fire system trips power to the generator and that this should be fixed in the near future by facilities and the contractor.

B. Michael North, FSCOT Chair, discussed the meeting with Dr. Pat Bosco regarding the K-State/KSU usage in email and websites.  It was decided at that meeting that the K-State “People Pages” directory listings be reverted back to showing ksu.edu instead of k-state.edu as the default for email addresses.  This should be completed in the next three weeks.  Bosco had not known of the strong faculty opinion regarding this.  There will be another meeting planned for the future.  Departments will have the option of using k-state.edu or ksu.edu.  For permission to use ksu.edu they will need to send a written request to Beth Unger.  Overall, Michael North felt the meeting was successful in reestablishing lines of communication.
IV. Discussion/Update Items

A. Draft policy on the Collection, Use, and Protection of Social Security Numbers (Lynn Carlin).  This draft was brought before the IRMC for feedback.  It has not yet been reviewed by the university’s legal office.  The current draft is the result of other comments received.  Most comments have been positive.
There were many comments/ suggestions discussed.  Feedback was gathered.  Lynn said that this policy, once finalized, will take three to five years to implement.  There is no date for final implementation at this time.
It was discussed that a new recruitment system will be purchased in the near future.  This will affect the policy.  Also, there may be other policies addressing the use of SSN’s.  Warren Strauss, Internal Auditor, may be asked to research the university policies in search of these.

Beth Unger will be starting a series of meetings with deans and department heads regarding this policy.  Lynn will have a new draft for feedback at the next IRMC meeting.
