I. Welcome/Introductions.  Chair Haddock opened the meeting at 1:30 p.m.
II. Minutes of Nov 20, 2008 Meeting.  Minutes approved. 
III. Announcements.  There were no announcements.
IV. Discussion/Update Items
A. Draft Data Classification and Security Policy.  
Townsend discussed adding a timeline section that would be implemented once a plan was formulated to identify and modify those systems needing encryption. The tense of the word data was corrected throughout the document. The standards for data storage on both laptops and desktops as well as hard copies were identified and 
Carlin discussed the possibilities of archival imaging of past grade reports. A definitions section was added and irrelevant policies were removed. 

Goetsch moved to vote on the policy as amended; it was seconded and passed with no opposition. 
B. Draft Media Sanitization and Disposal Policy.
Townsend stated that the policy is mandated by the state and discussion followed on the necessity of strict interpretation of state and HIPA codes and regulations. There was discussion as to whether and how all computers leaving the University should sanitized. SIRT recommends that since the extent of confidential information contained on any given computer is unknown that all hard drives be destroyed. It was decided that Bruce Shubert would be contacted to discuss possible disposal options. Further discussion of this policy will be carried over to the next meeting.
C.  Security Audit Status Update

Carlin stated that while progress has been made, IT is still missing some necessary security policies and that a proposal would be presented to the auditors to rectify the omissions over the next 6 months focusing on physical security during January.
