I. Welcome/Introductions.  Chair Haddock opened the meeting at 1:32 p.m. No introductions were needed.
II. Minutes of December 21, 2006.  Motion to approve by Harvard Townsend, seconded by Gary Leitnaker.  Minutes approved.  Melissa Linenberger (staff) to follow up on approval process regarding duration of time that quarantined files are kept.  There had been a split vote and it was decided to send this through the approval process.
III. Announcements.  None.
IV. Discussion/Update Items
A. Revised draft of the "Proposed Data Classification and Security Policy and Standards."  Harvard Townsend presented the most recent revisions.  The revisions were made due to input from SIRT, Steve Coulson (College of Engineering), IRMC, ISO, and Rebecca Gould (iTAC). Harvard pointed out the changes made throughout the document.  More definitions of terms were included.  It was suggested that a forum be held for the general campus and also for Faculty Senate.  As much discussion of this as possible would be of benefit.  This policy will need to be approved and available online as soon as possible so that the campus community can be familiarized with it.  It will take substantial resources to implement the policy.  Fred Damkroger suggested that these standards be compared to that of the state architecture.  FERPA guidelines were discussed.  There will be time for continued discussion of this policy and there will be time for this to be dispersed more widely.
It was suggested that the wording “Data Administrator” be changed to “Data Manager.”  “Data User” was changed to “Data Viewer” so that these users have read-only access.
Rebecca suggested using a simple survey system to obtain more input.  Harvard will make suggested changes and redistribute the document.  Melissa will post this online in the “Draft Policies” section of the IRMC website to be available for survey usage.
B. Possible amendment to allow for exceptions in the Security Patches section of .050 Requirements for Information, Computing and Network Security of the policy on "Security for Information, Computing and Network Resources" (PPM 3430)  http://www.ksu.edu/policies/ppm/3430.html#require.  David Rintoul led discussion on problems that have been found related to automatic updates in computer labs.  Harvard noted that recently 19 computers in 14 buildings were not patched and were left vulnerable to a virus.  Once the virus was detected these systems were taken off of the network.  It took three days to have the computers re-imaged and functioning again, which set back class/lab timetables.  Microsoft sends out patches every second Tuesday of the month.  Residence halls prohibit computers from logging onto the network without having all current patches.  Rebecca will have Eric Dover monitor this issue in relation to campus computing labs and will report back to IRMC at a later date.

Email outsourcing.  The committee discussed this topic.  Very little student input has been gathered.  Engagement may need to be forced on this subject to get an overall consensus on the university community’s opinion.
