Description of responsibilities:  The Counseling or Clinical Psychology Post-doctoral 

fellowship is a full-time, 12-month term position that will begin in July of 2012.  The fellowship 

provides advanced training and supervised practice in preparation for a staff psychologist 

position in a university counseling service.  Responsibilities include:  2000 hours of supervised 

clinical practice (i.e., individual, couple, and group therapy, crisis intervention, consultation and 

outreach, teaching, supervision, and assessment).  This position would spend approximately 10 

hours per week providing services in the performance enhancement/biofeedback clinic at our 

agency as a step towards achievement of certification as a biofeedback specialist. 

 

Qualifications:  Required: Completed a Pre-doctoral Internship in an APA-accredited graduate 

program.  Preferred: A completed PhD by the start date of the fellowship, experience in a college 

or university counseling service, experience in basic biofeedback training and biofeedback 

equipment.
