Instruction to improve listening comprehension and note-taking skills.  Instruction in conversational speaking, with an emphasis on developing oral fluency and the effective use of vocabulary and idioms.  Includes pronunciation practice, group work and short academic presentations.

Students are assigned to DAS 176, 177, and 178 based on the scores of the English Proficiency Test.

1) Graduate students with TOEFLS between 550 and 600 and conditionally admitted students (undergraduates and graduates) will be screened with the English Proficiency Test (EPT).  Students will have to meet minimal requirements to be assigned to the courses (a TOEFL of 520 or an EPT score of 180 with good part scores in Listening and Reading.)  If students are assigned to take these courses, enrollment in that same semester is required.  Enrollment is not optional nor can it be postponed.

2) Students taking these courses can also enroll in regular University classes.  Students enroll in these English courses through the regular University enrollment process at the same time they enroll in their regular University courses.  The University will assess the tuition for these classes.  
3) In addition, students will receive a grade for the courses.  Students will show proficiency in English by passing the course with a grade of A, B, or C, and passing their University courses.
