	Organization – Essay follows the structure forecasted by the thesis in the introduction
	
	
	

	Organization – Each paragraph follows the intro/claim/criteria/match/conclusion format
	
	
	

	Organization - There are transitions between sentences, paragraphs, and sections that guide the reader smoothly through the essay 
	
	
	

	Tone/Style – The tone used is appropriate and persuasive to a general audience
	
	
	

	Tone/Style – The tone is not attacking/offensive to the instructor of the course, and does not discuss the student under evaluation in an inappropriate fashion
	
	
	

	Tone/Style – The prose demonstrates control, variety, complexity, and clarity
