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The preliminary examination must be completed at least 7 months before the final oral defense of the
dissertation. A full-time doctoral student should normally complete the preliminary examination within three
years of entry into the doctoral program. The preliminary examination may be scheduled after the program of
study is filed and at a time deemed appropriate by the supervisory committee. Students must be enrolled the
semester preliminary examinations are taken.

Once the supervisory committee and the student set an examination date, the student should notify the

Graduate School one month in advance of the preliminary examination. If all requirements have been met, a
ballot is sent to the major professor by the Graduate School.
