3. Follow the guidelines in the box for title, authors, departments and body of the abstract.

4. Title should be in capitals. 

5. Include names and departments of all co-authors.

6. Only one abstract can be submitted per student. Indicate your preference for oral and/or poster presentation. 

7. Indicate discipline the research represents. The Research Forum Committee will ultimately decide on grouping depending upon the relatedness of your work. There may be more than one session for a discipline depending on the number of submissions. 

8. Prior consent of major advisor and/or faculty funding the research, and all co-authors are required before submitting the abstract. 

9. Research presented should be at or near completion.  Results must be presented in the abstract.  Research in progress will not be accepted. 

10. The abstract should include 1-2 sentence(s) describing the benefit of the research in terms that would be understood by the general public. 

11. All abstracts will be evaluated on grammar, clarity, ease of understanding the main concepts, and impact of research. 

12. For Capitol Graduate Research Summit, selection of abstracts will be the items mentioned above and relevance to the State of Kansas.
