Announcements and Speakers 

Brandon Harder and Travis Stuewe: From IFC
· Last semester began trying to phase out hard alcohol; recent events spurred the issue and brought it to the forefront of the community’s attention.  Removing hard alcohol from fraternity houses the first step in helping resolve the problem, removes temptation from the premises.  
· Expectation is that the policy would be enforced by individual chapter leadership and SRC if they see it want PHC’s ideas on whether this is the right direction to go.
· There are nine dry houses on campus; for chapters that implement this policy there is the chance of an initial divide but will but the chapter in a better place in the future.
· There would be no hard alcohol on the fraternity property or in registered parties at out of houses, but the resolution would have no standing at individual out of house member’s houses on a regular basis; out of house incidences still based on consumption.
· Want to inform women chapter members that there is to be no hard alcohol allowed on campus; eventually this will become the norm and will be completely phased out of individual’s memories. 
· SRC/IFC presentations at women’s chapter houses on what is or isn’t allowed could be beneficial; inform the women on what to expect when they attend a registered fraternity party. Also remind them to the fact that four or more members from one sorority make them into a co-sponsor for the event.
·  If IFC resolution passes will be no disciplinary actions taken against women’s chapters; want to help keep you safe and not get you into trouble. Would not change any pre-existing rules or add anything; anything that would get a chapter into trouble is already written into the already in place resolution. 
· Is not a concern about moving in house events to registered out of house events; we still know where these events are and are looking to remove the temptation from these events and lead chapters in the right direction. Hard alcohol at unregistered out of house events is a different issue. 
· Want the women’s chapters to help hold the men accountable and ensure that our women are safe when attending fraternity parties.

Discussion Amongst Panhellenic Council and the Sorority Presidents
· The proposed resolution that is a mission statement that as it reads no has no discipline but disciplinary actions can be added if we want.
· As it reads, women sororities would not participate in any non-Homecoming sanctioned events with any fraternities that would not allow hard alcohol on their property; if the men pass their own resolution ours would become void.
· It has been discussed on how women highly influence men’s decisions and our looking to us to pass a resolution to help influence the IFC’s vote and the men are looking for our help.
· If we decide as a group to hold off on this issue, it could push the resolution to be put off until next semester; looking to vote on it at the October 26th PHC meeting thereby allowing the men to vote on their own resolution at their November 9th meeting.
· As a community the presidents agree that there is an issue, but do not want it to seem as we are attacking the men; do not want it to seem like we are influencing their decision and pressure them into passing their resolution. 
· Movement from the floor to pass a position statement on the issue that will be voted on at our October 26nd meeting; motion was seconded from the floor.
· Motion was called to vote from the floor and was passes with an all in favor vote.
· A position statement was drafted to be passed out to all presidents of the community to be introduced to the chapters and then voted on at the October 26nd meeting.
