COMMUNITY SERVICE AND PHILANTHROPIC SUPPORT AWARD

Purpose: The council's philanthropy and community service programs provide chapter members with
opportunities to raise money for worthy causes and with positive experiences in assisting others while
educating them about the importance of volunteering as a member of society. The council provides
resources and support to help member chapters improve programming efforts in this area.

Criteria Statements: Place an "X" on the line next to each criteria statement if it is something that the
council does to promote excellence in this program category. In addition, provide supporting
documentation for each statement in the appropriate section of the Documentation Notebook and clearly
reference its exact location on the "DOCUMENTATION" line(s).

Supporting documentation
for this rationale is required and should be placed in the Documentation Notebook, with its exact location
clearly referenced on the “DOCUMENTATION" line(s). Points may be awarded for providing sound
rationale and supporting documentation.

COMMUNITY SERVICE

1. x The council elects or appoints an officer whose main responsibility is coordinating
the council’s community service efforts. Documentation must include (1) an official
job description (2) officer goals and objectives.
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The council conducts round-tables or workshops for chapter community service
chairpersons at least once per semesterterm. Documentation must include (1)
agendas and (2) evidence of topics discussed.
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The council works with chapter representatives to coordinate a calendar of council
and chapter service and philanthropy events in an effort to avoid scheduling

conflicts, duplicate events or over programming during key academic time periods.
Documentation must include a copy of the calendar. '
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The council sponsors or co-sponsors at least one community service project per

academic term (may be part of Greek Week). Documentation must include

evidence of implementation of the projects.
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
