COMMUNITY SERVICE AND PHILANTHROPIC SUPPORT AWARD

Purpose: The council's philanthropy and community service programs provide chapter
members with opportunities to raise money for worthy causes and with positive experiences in
assisting others while educating them about the importance of volunteering as a member of
society. The council provides resources and support to help member chapters improve
programming efforts in this area.

chairpersons at least once per semester/term. Documentation must include
agendas and evidence of topics discussed.

3. The council works with chapter representatives to coordinate a calendar of
council and chapter service and philanthropy events in an effort to avoid
scheduling conflicts, duplicate events or over programming during key academic
time periods. Documentation must include a copy of the calendar.

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The council sponsors or co-sponsors at least one community service project per
academic term (may be part of Greek Week). Documentation must include
evidence of implementation of the projects.
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The council sponsors or co-sponsors a service project that involves an on-going
commitment to a university or community cause. Documentation must include
verification of the on-going implementation of this project.
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The council sponsors service projects with other campus organizations (i.e.,
Residence Hall Association, other peer Greek councils, International Students,
student government, etc.). Documentation must include evidence of
implementation and co-sponsorship.

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The council encourages and rewards chapters for sponsoring community service
events that involve non-Greek students.
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The council adopts an elementary, middle and/or high school and provides
volunteers to support the school(s) in a variety of ways:

a. After school programs
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b. Tutors
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c. Mentors
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d. Providing school supplies
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e. Clothing drives
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f. Project or event drives
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
