Applications are considered when the following materials have been received:

G  Application. Online or on paper form.

G  Statement of objectives.  Please see our form.  An overall account of your academic aims and interest.  If you are interest in a graduate teachings assistantship please indicate that on this form and list all teaching or other experiences that may be relevant.

G  Three letters of recommendation.  Please print and fill out the department’s recommendation form indicating whether or not you waive your right to see your letter of recommendations.  For admission purposes, letters from those who have taught you in an academic context are usually more effective than work supervisors.

G  Official report of the Graduate Record of examination (GRE).

Test scores should not be more than five years old

G  One official copy of your transcript from each college or university attended.

G  Writing sample.  The required sample of writing should be 10 to 30 pages in length.  This can be in the form of a term paper, thesis chapter, or copies of a published article.

G  Application fee. For international applicants (individuals who are neither citizens nor permanent residents of the U.S.), $55.00 in either a money 
order or international cashier’s check made payable to the “KSU Graduate School.” Personal checks are not accepted.
