o Ogden is a more traditional attack—discouragement at the slowness of development, low numbers,
and different slowdowns/thwartings (even things like lost forms/pieces of paper on the elementary
school end) ... our female leader, Emily, in my opinion seems particularly under fire. Pray for her.
I really believe this group is progressing just as God wants and there are significant kingdom
possibilities for this Ogden community.

This continues to be an unprecedented fall — so many new things,
so much wisdom needed, every day brings me decisions and choices and opportunities that find me crying
out from my heart for God’s wisdom.
