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Kansas Natural Resources Conference: A Good |dea?

The Kansas Chapter of AFS will partner with the Great Plains Society of American Foresters, Kansas Alli-
ance for Wetlands and Streams, Kansas Chapter of The Soil and Water Conservation Society, Kansas Chap-
ter of The Wildlife Society, and Kansas Section of The Society for Range Management for the first Kansas
Natural Resources Conference (KNRC) February 21-23, 2008 at the Airport Hilton in Wichita. Thisjoint
conference will take the place of our annual meeting in 2008. The meeting will obviously be larger than
our normal annual meeting and attendance is expected to be 300 registrants or more. Registration fees and
what they will cover are still not set in stone, but will likely be $95 per person ($40 for students). We will
encourage early registrations (before about January 25, 2008) and then late registration will be $120 ($60
for students). Although the registration fees are higher than normal, the cost will likely include several
breaks (muffins, cookies, coffee tea, etc.), lunch on Friday, a selection of hot Hors D’ oeuvers for the Thurs-
day social, and light Hors D’ oeuvers for the Saturday mixer.

The presentations part of the meeting will also be alittle different. We will have aplenary session on Fri-
day morning highlighted by Elliot West (see website for details), and then several concurrent sessions Fri-
day afternoon and Saturday morning. These concurrent sessions will include severa themes, and we are
encouraging presentations on 1) brush and woody debris-management, aternatives, costs, and benefits, 2)
design and benefits of streambank and riparian corridor renovation and stabilization, 3) invasive species
management-effects and control, 4) conservation planning-managing areas for multiple benefits, and 5)
positive and negative effects of trees on wildlife. However, oral and poster presentations on other aspects
of fisheries and aguatic ecology (and other natural resources topics) are also welcome.

Theidea of a Kansas Natural Resources Conference is anew one and we will certainly have growing pains
in thisfirst conference. However, there is some discussion to make thisaregular (or possibly annual) meet-
ing. | believe there are some real benefits to having an integrated conference like this, but there are also
drawbacks aswell.

Three current and one recent past student from the Kansas Cooperative Fish and
Wildlife Research Unit at Kansas State University student presented their research
at the Annual American Fisheries Society Meeting in San Francisco, California
September 2-6. Jeff Eitzmann gave an oral presentation on the evaluation of mul-
tiple gears to assess a Great Plains river fish community; Josh Schloesser presented
aposter on a comparison between push trawl and mini fyke nets to sample shallow
water fish communitiesin the Missouri River, and Kristen Pitts gave an oral pres-
entation on hydrologic variability on the Colorado River basin: implications for fish
conservation. Jeff, Josh, and Kristen are all students at K-State working with Craig
Paukert. Jesse Fischer, aformer student at K-State, also presented part of histhesis
work conducted while at K-State on spatial scale of stream fish assemblages and
abundance estimates: effects of sampling effort, community structure, and habitat
heterogeneity.

Jeff Eitzmann, current MS student of Kansas Cooperative Fish and Wildlife Research
Unit at K-State, and Jesse Fischer, former K-State M S student were awarded the pres-
tigious Skinner Memorial Award from the AFS for travel to the Annual AFS meeting
in San Francisco.

Jesse and Jeff were
two of 10 winners nationwide for the award.

Wes Bouska, acurrent M S student at the Kansas Cooperative Fish and
Wildlife Research Unit at K-State, was named runner up in the Ameri-
can Fisheries Society student writing contest. The contest awards stu-
dents who develop an article based on science but intended for the gen-
eral public. Wes developed an article based on his thesis work on the
effects of road crossings on fishes. His article will appear in the journal
Fisheries.



Milford Hatchery Shut Down for | mprovements

The Milford Fish Hatchery was shut down in July to repair and rehabilitate the 20 year old facility. The
eight month shutdown is part of afive-year plan begun in 2002 to repair much of the hatchery®infrastruc-
ture. Already completed work includes repair and rehabilitation of the liquid oxygen system, water aeration
towers, and wells; obtaining an additional water supply for the area; and installation of an alarm system,
sewage lift station monitors/protectors, and numerous pumps and motors that keep the operation moving.

The current work includes replacement of raceway water and drain valves, replacing low-pressure air lines,
modifying the waste drain system to handle peak use and conform to Kansas Department of Health and En-
vironment (KDHE) regulations, meeting demands of the domestic water supply system (which hasin-
creased ten-fold since 1985), replacing electrical wiring, and creating underground access to raceway valves
so they do not freeze in winter but can be easily worked on. Astime and funding alow, future plans for
Milford Hatchery include a new siphon line from Milford Reservoir, which would provide an efficient and

reliable supply of high-quality water.

What affect will it have on the state®fish supply? The answer is"minimal." The timing of the work comes
when the bulk of Milford®fish production for the year is complete. Lost production will be taken up by
KDWP®hatcheries at Farlington, Meade, and Pratt, as well as contracts with private fish growers.

Zebra M ussels (Dreissena polymorpha) Found in Perry Reservoir

In early October, a boat owner contacted Jason
Goeckler (KDWP Aquatic Nuisance Species Co-
ordinator) about a single zebra mussel adult at-
tached to hisboat hull. On 9 October 2007, a
KDWP diver confirmed the presence of zebra
musselsin the reservoir. The diver discovered 3
adult zebra mussels and plankton samples docu-
mented five zebra mussel veligers. According to
Goeckler, thisindicates that the population isin-
creasing, but currently at alow level.

Perry Dam and reservoir are on the Delaware
River (about river mile 3) draining into the Kan-
sas River at approximately river mile 20. The
Kansas River flowsinto the Missouri River at
Kansas City, MO at river mile 367.5.

With Perry’s close proximity to many other KS
reservoirs, Goeckler stated that it isimperative
that everyone must work together to prevent the
species from spreading to other lakes. KDWP

will post signs around the reservoir and river to inform
all usersthat zebramussels are present that that it is
illegal to possess or transport. Additional literature

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Efforts To Save Greenback Cutthroat Trout Usethe Wrong Fish

A new study led by the University of Colorado at
Boulder indicates biologists trying to save Colo-
rado®@native greenback cutthroat trout from ex-
tinction have inadvertently stocked Colorado
River cutthroat.

ABSTRACT: Accurate assessment of species
identity is fundamental for conservation biology.
Using molecular markers from the mitochondrial
and nuclear genomes, we discovered that many
putatively native populations of greenback cut-
throat trout (Oncorhynchus clarkii stomias) com-
prised another subspecies of cutthroat trout,
Colorado River cutthroat trout (Oncorhynchus
clarkii pleuriticus). The error can be explained
by the introduction of Colorado River cutthroat
trout throughout the native range of greenback
cutthroat trout in the late 19th and early 20th cen-
turies by fish stocking activities. Our results sug-
gest greenback cutthroat trout within its native

rangeis at a higher risk of extinction than ever before
despite conservation activities spanning more than two
decades.

Fish Use Geometric Clues To Navigate

Canadian scientists have found fish use geomet-
ric cues such as edges and corners to navigate,
even when raised in the absence of such cues.

ABSTRACT: Animals of many species use the
geometric shape of an enclosed rectangular envi-
ronment to reorient, even in the presence of a
more informative featural cue. Manipulating the
rearing environment affects performance on spa-
tial tasks, but its effect on the use of geometric
versus featural navigational cuesis unknown.
Our study varied the geometric information
available in the rearing environment (circular vs.
rectangular rearing tanks) of convict cichlids
(Archocentrus nigrofasciatus) and tested their
use of navigational cues. All the fish used geo-
metric information to navigate when no features
were present. When features were present, the
fish used geometric and featural information
separately. If cueswerein conflict, fish raised in

acircular tank showed significantly less use of geo-
metric information than fish raised in arectangular
tank. Thus,
