Dorothy Thompson served from 1972 to 1985 as the first Director of Affirmative Action at Kansas State University.  She attended Washburn Law School from 1976-78 and was admitted to the bar in 1979.  She became an Associate University Attorney in 1985 and served in that capacity until her death in 1992.  Her friends, admirers, and family provided the funds for this memorial scholarship.  Chuck Thompson is a professor emeritus of Psychology.  He received his PhD from the University of Wisconsin in 1962 and taught at K-State from 1965 until his retirement.  Active in public affairs, Chuck served several terms on the Manhattan-Ogden Board of Education.

The Dorothy and Chuck Thompson fund will offer two, $500 scholarships for the Spring 2011 semester.  The following criteria will be used to select the scholarship recipient.  The recipient must:

>
Be a new or continuing non-traditional student who desires to complete a degree program at K-State.  
A "non-traditional student" is a student who meets one or more of the following criteria:  25 years of age or older, married, a parent (single or married), a veteran, or returning to school after an absence of 3 or more years. 


Preference will be given to undergraduate students, enrolled in 12 hours or more, who have an interest in law or public service and a goal of developing or influencing public policy.

Demonstrate financial need.

Financial need will be evaluated by the scholarship committee. It is necessary to have an application for the 2010-2011 FAFSA (Free Application for Federal Student Aid) on file in the Office of Student Financial Assistance at K-State to qualify for aid. (Allow two weeks for your aid application to be processed.)

>
Be a U.S. citizen or permanent resident.

>     Complete the application form on the other side of this sheet and submit it by the published deadline.  

       Late applications will be accepted but may not receive consideration.

· Describe your career goals and your plans for achieving them.

· Explain why you need financial assistance in order to continue your academic career. 
· Include unique circumstances and obstacles you may be facing.
2.    A list of any public service and/or government activities in which you have participated. 

3.    One copy of your transcript from each college or university you have attended.
