National Conference Bidding:  K-State was one of the schools recommended to host the National Office.  Craig took the floor to explain.  Every two years the National office moves schools (with the option of staying a third year at its current school.)  The office transitions at NACURH.  There are 235 chapters of NRHH; each of them is eligible to bid for the National Office. The university hosting the National office gets two representatives on the national board.  These reps attend all national and regional conferences.  The Regional boards solicited schools, and K-State was one of the schools on the list.
Any chapter can bid.  There is both a written and oral bid.  Written bid can be sent into the National office early for critiquing so corrections can be made.  The Oral bid takes place at NACURH where voting will take place to decide where the National Office will reside.
Shea reminded chapter that if we were to put in a bid, it would fall primarily on newly inducted members, as they would be the ones here to actually host the national office.

It was asked how the chapter would function while hosting the office.  Craig explained they would still function as a chapter, but would need to fill national spots and help transfer the office from schools.
It was decided we would get an information packet to find out more information before making our decision.  Erica, Rachel T, and Sarah M volunteered to research hosting the office more and then report back to the whole chapter.  Kevin will alert Derek that we are considering this and will tell us next week if we would have the support from Housing and Dining to continue our research.
Shea questioned whether or not we wanted to continue with Team builders at every meeting.  Should it be replaced?  Possibly with a Social event?  Dave suggested every other meeting.  Ashley suggested just using team builders at the less full meetings.  Shea said we would vote on this semester and re-approach the subject at the beginning of the second semester.  It was voted to only have team builders at every other meeting.  Shea passed around sign-up sheets for the semester.

Committee Reports and Goals

Awards and Banquets – Craig – Last year $2760.16 was spent on the banquet.  That is $239.84 under budget.  Goals include improving and enhancing the banquet, including a large variety of people in the banquet, and providing transition materials for the next chair of Awards and banquets.

Bids – Ashley – Goals include providing quality bids and getting more than just committee members to contribute to the bids.
Community Service – Peter – Goals include continuing successful programs for last year, improving those programs, adding new community service ideas (possibly one community service a month), getting lots of people involved with helping in each event, giving plenty of notice for each event, and doing community service in the halls as well as branching out to the Manhattan Community.

OTMs – Patrick – OTMs are due Monday at 11:59pm.  His goals include meeting etiquette for his committee, providing HGB/Staff OTM writing trainings, getting certificates out within a week, collaborating with recognition, providing some type of recognition at semester for those who have written OTMs, and providing follow up notes on how to improve submitted OTMs.
Recognition/Programming – Alicia – Goals include working with OTMs for recognition, learning all about the past recognition committees and expanding on that, bringing in new ideas, recognizing new groups including those who are more behind the scenes and don’t always get the recognition they deserve.  She gave out recognition to all of NRHH.
Officer Reports
Vice President – Rachel – September 6th at 6pm in Kramer 120 there is a meeting of Undergraduate Student Affairs Club.  They will be discussing aspects of Student Affairs.  Amanda Mock and Rachel made door decs for everyone.  She asked that they all be hung up as they hope to get people interested in NRHH.  Her goals include doing something new and different for inductions this year.
Secretary – Sarah M. – Her goals including providing thorough and timely minutes of each meeting.

Treasurer – Rachael – last year’s income was $19,566.16 and expenses were $16,710.93.  Kevin clarified that most of that income and outcome was due to the way we do finals packages in that we take in all the money and then cut the company a check for their portion.  Rachael gave a current balance of $2,855.23.  Last year we were given an allotment of $1,400, but it will be a couple of weeks before we find out our allotment for this year.  Rachael does not have credit cards yet.  Her goals for this year include no lost receipts, to have an updated budget to answer people’s questions, and please please please please please no late receipts.  Receipts are to be turned into her box in the NRHH office.
Shea announced that all committee chairs and exec members have boxes this year in the NRHH office.  Keys to the office are to be checked out from the DARC.
Historian – Julia – Her goals include taking more digital pictures, maybe giving out a cd of pictures at the end of the year, and having more things digital this year and less on paper.
Information Chair – Nathan – His goals include keeping the website up to date, making sure the rooms for our meetings are not double booked, possibly doing a featured member of NRHH on the website, and putting a small picture of each person next to their name on the members page.  He said he has some pictures on the database.
ARH Liaison – Emily – Her goals include attending all ARH meetings, representing NRHH, and informing ARH of NRHH’s activities.  She announced that there would be an ARH meeting on Wednesday, August 31st.

Advisor Reports
