Committee Reports
Awards and Banquet – The ABC meeting has been meeting a lot lately.  Craig gave everyone a budget.  The ABC committee was talking about adding something outside the banquet in the alumni center to take pictures by, adding an award that each hall could give one person an award (someone that didn’t get nominated for an award but deserved recognition), and creating a recognition booklet that would have a blurb about everyone nominated that each person would receive.  The projected budget was passed out.  It was discussed how the cost was to be divided between ARH and NRHH.  Kevin suggested getting a new account linked to NRHH. Today’s leaders, Tomorrow’s newsmakers/headliners.  An idea right now would be to turn the podium into a news desk.  It was decided that the committee would decide between newsmakers and headliners for that last part.  After the break, the logo will be done.  Painting the backdrop is before our next meeting.  
Alicia talked about voting in honorary members.  They would like to vote in a new honorary member now, in hopes that this person would be able to come and help with the leadership banquet.  They want to vote in Bill Snyder.  He did a lot with the leadership studies program, has been a good role model and a great leader.  Peter made a motion to induct Bill Snyder as an honorary member.  He was voted in as an Honorary Member of NRHH.
