VI. Committees
Sign-up sheets were circulated during the meeting for council members to sign up for the following committees.  Council members that served on last years’ committees offered explanations of the responsibilities each committee.

A. Reserved Stall-  
Ann Marie Treinen explained the roll of the Reserved Stall committee, provided copies of the Reserved Stall policy, and provided a copy of one application received.  

A motion to approve the application was made and seconded.  Discussion followed with a motion to table the motion, which as seconded, and passed unanimously.
