TRUE OR FALSE


Read the statements carefully


Statements with absolute phrases like “always” or “never” are usually false


Statements with qualifiers like “usually”, “sometimes”, or “generally” are usually true


If one part of the statement is false, the whole statement is false


There are often more true statements than false





MULTIPLE CHOICE


Try to answer the question without looking at the possible answers first


If you know at least two answers are true, “All of the above” is likely the answer.


If you know at least two answers are false, “None of the above” is likely the answer.


Answer the easiest questions first. 


Use the process of elimination on more difficult questions


Statements with absolute phrases like “always” or “never” are usually not the correct answer


If you have no idea, choose ‘B’ or ‘C’

TIPS FOR FINALS





HOW TO CALCULATE YOUR GPA?





Let's say that you took 12 hours, and received one A, two B's and a C.  Your GPA will be calculated as follows:


 


Points: A=4  B=3  C=2  D=1  F=0	





Class 1      2 credit hrs x 4 (A) = 8 pts


Class 2      3 credit hrs x 3 (B) = 9 pts 


Class 3      4 credit hrs x 3 (B) = 12 pts


Class 4      3 credit hrs x 2 (C) = 6 pts





Total credit hours = 12 			


Total points = 35			





Total points (35) / Total credit hours (12) = GPA (2.92)


 


Your grade point average is harder to improve if it becomes low, so keep building and maintaining good grades!
