The heritage of the Jimmie Austin Golf Club dates back to the mid-1940's, when the land was home to a U.S. Navy recreational facility. In 1949, in coordination with the Navy and under the direction of famed architect Perry Maxwell, construction began on the OU Golf Course. In 1996, an extensive renovation of the course was completed. Architect Robert Cupp’s re-design remained true to features envisioned by Maxwell some 50 years earlier. Today, the Jimmie Austin Golf Club continues to reflect the level of excellence for which the University of Oklahoma is well known. The course has played host to the 1997 Oklahoma State Amateur and NCAA Regional, the Big 12 Women’s Championship in 1998 and 2010, and most notably the U.S. Amateur Public Links Championship in 2009. The course is also slated to host the 2013 U.S. Women's Amateur Public Links Championship and NCAA Regional Championships in 2012 (men's) and 2013 (women's).
