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When I was in middle school, I remember how girls and boys separated themselves from one another. I had this huge group of girls that I hung out with, and every morning before we could go into our halls to our lockers, we would convene in our “spot” to talk about whatever was important. I remember we were very clicky, and boys could never come over to talk to us unless they were really cute. I remember specifically how we girls were supposed to act towards boys and how we should have dressed.


The girls could wear very clingy clothes, things that showed off our curves. However, we were not supposed to act provocatively toward the boys but we could talk to them very innocently
. It all seems so silly now that I’m looking at it, but back then, the activities you were involved in, like drill team, or the clothes and makeup you wore was all very essential to how the boys viewed you. During the middle school years, I don’t remember that a lot of us had boyfriends, because we were all so close that we usually chose our friends over the boys. 


The things that I remember us doing back then, I think influenced how I am about what I wear. However, since I’ve been in college, I don’t really care if I look horrible anymore, but before I became engaged I did. I would get up so early in the morning just so I would look good in class, so some guy would talk to me. I think that the things that we learn as young girls in middle school will always affect how we dress, act, and portrait our feminine aspects. I think that the things that we were told in school about how to behave around boys, to act shy, act like we didn’t know much, and never ever raise our hands in class for fear that what we said would be wrong all play a role of how I still act  now that I’m in college. I remember doing those certain acts when I was in high school, I thought I would get more attention from the boys if I did.


 I don’t remember if my teachers ever played a huge role in how I was taught to act as a female. Though I do remember in math and science the boys always being more verbal, yet they were always the ones who wanted to touch the gross things. I remember only those two classes as being male dominated. And the teachers were female, so I’m not sure how that all fits together. 


I definitely see it now in my classes in college, in the general education classes. Girls still aren’t very verbal, and I have a bad tendency to never speak up in class for fear of saying the wrong thing. I think that will stick with me for the rest of my life to be honest
