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Personally, I feel that my education was greatly impacted by my race and by my class, though not so much I think by my gender. The school that I went to was majority white, there were very few Hispanic and African Americans. There was probably only one or two African Americans in my graduating class but there were quite a few Hispanics students. I went to a school was that was very upper class, and though my family was middle class we were in the district which stretched out into the country areas. I think that those two factors granted me a better education in what the school was able to afford for the students. As for being white, as many will say and I have truly come to believe, being born white is no matter what class you are in being born in privilege that was set up by people hundreds of years ago
. It is not something I’m proud of though, I wish that everyone in my school got treated equally, but I can remember times when boys or girls who were African American and Hispanic, would get in trouble by teachers or administrators for no reason, or when it should have been a white girl or boy. My school was run on money and politics, plain and simple.


I have never felt that my gender made me more or less educated, but then again I never had a teacher tell me I couldn’t do something, until I got into college. I was always helped.  I honestly feel that I would have learned the same amount no matter what gender or race or class I was in my school. I say that because I have only lived in my shoes, and I had friends of both races and they did everything that I did. There really wasn’t much that I could see as being different in my education as that of others. 


As far as self-esteem, I can remember that my close friend who was Hispanic, her step-father always belittled her, never let her do anything with all of us girls, I never understood that. So I can see that from what I’ve experienced that I would have a lower self-esteem possibly if I were Hispanic. I guess when I’m thinking about all this, I know what I’ve read in Schoolgirls but I feel that it really depends on your community, you school itself and what type of home life you have if you would be better off being a different race or gender. I think that some of the things that I’ve accomplished in my education would not have been possible without the class I was born into. However, I cant say that I wouldn’t have gotten as good an education in a lower class. I guess what I’m saying is that I’m uncertain about what could be if things were done differently. I know for a fact that my teachers would have treated me differently had I been a different race, or at least some of them would have. So my education might have been shut down a little bit, but probably not an extreme change.
