This class has helped me to realize the importance of those early years.  I used to think that being a kid was easy but the truth is that it is not.  Being a girl in today’s society is anything but a piece of cake.  I believe that it is even harder than when I was a young girl.  This class has helped me to realize that.  I know understand that girlhood is not universal.  Girlhood is a difference experience for everyone.  This class showed me that the person that I have become so far in life, is because of the way that I experienced girlhood.  The truth is I think that I was a bit of a feminist when I was growing up.  Some where along the line I lost that part of myself.  Thanks to this class I have found that part of myself again.  I have realized that I do not just have to accept the barriers that society puts in front of me.  I can knock them down, and stand up for myself without worrying that I am making too much noise
