3 

•One group works with teacher 1 
on 3 

•Entire class works with other 
teacher 

•Rotate groups in 1 on 3 session 

Keys to Making It Work: 

•Fast-paced classroom activities 

•Arranging activities so that 
groups can work individually 

•Large class room size with 
moveable desks
