Assignment for Final Essay: Letter to the Portfolio Reader (Paper #5)

To be written in class on Tuesday, May 7th 
Suggested length: 5-6 well-developed paragraphs
For this last paper assignment, you will write an essay evaluating your written work for the course, identifying what you have learned in the past four months.  Your goal is to persuade your portfolio reader that your portfolio represents your development as a persuasive writer.

Your letter will count as your last paper grade for the course.  I will grade it between Tuesday, May 7th and Thursday, May 9th.  If you choose to use the letter as one of your portfolio papers, include this assignment sheet and your notes in your portfolio.  You can pick up your graded letter at the beginning of class on Thursday, May 9th.

Page 115 of Kanning offers some suggestions for developing your letter; please also refer to the handout AInvention for Letter to the Portfolio Reader@ and the suggestions below.

Suggested Steps
1.  Read over page 115 in Kanning.  In class on Tuesday, April 30th, begin invention work for your letter using the handout AInvention for Letter to the Portfolio Reader.@
2.  Bring all of your papers to class on Thursday, May 2nd and complete your invention work. By the end of class, you will have a draft of your thesis and your outline.

3.  Revise your outline, so you have a clear organization of thesis claim, sub-claims, and evidence you will use. (Note: I encourage you to select all evidence in advance, for an easier writing experience in class.)

4.  Bring your completed outline to class on Tuesday, May 7th to write your ALetter to the Portfolio Reader.@ You may either hand-write your letter or type your letter on the computer.  If you prefer to hand-write your letter, be sure to bring lined notebook paper and a pen with blue or black ink.  If you prefer to type your letter, be sure to bring a disk and to have money on your WildCat Card to print.
