	A motion was made and seconded to approve all the course proposals.  It was noted that DAS 494 is being withdrawn at the request of the department.  Prior to the meeting, the College of Business was asked to provide a rationale on the marketing courses – MKTG 710 through 770, which Susanne will add it to those courses in Curriculog.  Prior to the meeting, Kouba reached out to the authors of FNDH 705, asking if they’d received an affirmative response from the Food Science department.  There was a similar question for FNDH 732, asking for confirmation from Vet Med Anatomy & Physiology. It was moved and seconded to conditionally approve FNDH 705 and 732, pending affirming impact statements from the respective departments.  Motion carried.
	Kouba asked McCoy if she could contact the HHS department to ask if FNDH 824 and 825 need to list the prereqs of the previous course respectively. 
	A question was raised about AP801 being repeatable or not.  Lyon was able to contact the author during the meeting, and he said the course is not repeatable and asked if we could make that change in Curriculog.  For ECON 705, Kouba noted that the change in this course very likely prompts a needed change in the entire program.  Birkhead said he would contact them about this.

7)	Committee Reports/Updates
	a) CAPP – No report

8)  	Kelley Brundage – Calendar & Term Structure Revision – Karen Goos filled in for Kelley and reported that the Calendar Committee is proposing changes to the overall structure and is talking about this to promote awareness and ask for feedback prior to recommendation.  The main change is that the summer term will shift to a 10-week structure, which is more traditional, allowing summer to end at the end of July instead of moving into August as it has in the past. The second change is that August would become an intersession tied to the fall term. This change would allow Federal government aid to be tied to the fall.  Goos noted that these first two changes have received wide support.  The third change, which is moving the start date to the third Monday in August, has prompted more discussion. The first rationale is that it would allow the Registrar’s office the necessary time to process grades, allowing graduates to receive their degrees on time.  The second rationale is alignment with KU’s calendar. There has been concern with intersession overlap and how that affects faculty contracts.  Having the consistency of a set start date would allow faculty enough time to prepare for the fall semester.  Discussion ensued. It was noted that the Calendar Committee is a subcommittee, and once they have a recommendation, it will follow the usual Senate process, but the senate will be voting for endorsement, not approval. Whether it is endorsed or not, it will move to the Provost’s office for final approval. This proposal will continue to be discussed on this committee and others with the target of having it in front of the October Senate. Kouba relayed that the senators on the Calendar Committee are Jo Maseberg-Tomlinson, Amy Rosine Wood, Andrew Ivanov, Anthony Ybarra and Cara Richardson.
