Prior to a motion, there was significant discussion around microcredentials in general, particularly for-credit courses, the lack of guidelines for their approval and their overall purpose and benefit to the university.  Per Dr. Cummings, there will be a committee specifically discussing microcredentials early in the spring to address these and other questions.  A motion was made and seconded to approve the for-credit microcredential from Arts and Sciences.  Motion carried.  It was not unanimous. Further discussion highlighted concern about setting precedent when members are conflicted and questions our not answered.  The committee looks forward to more guidance moving forward.

	a) Dr. Cummings reported she and others in the AAI office are evaluating undergraduate certificates. 
	b) Senator Kouba reviewed where things stand with the ALE graduation requirement proposal, that it was un-tabled at the last Executive Committee meeting, but there was no follow-up motion, therefore the proposal is currently dead in committee.  It was clarified that ALE is not currently a requirement for graduation, but because language in the ARN was approved for ALE courses, Curriculog forms for ALE classes are currently live. It was emphasized that everyone is in favor of ALE in general, but there is strong disagreement between a number of colleges and USCALE on how the graduation requirement should be implemented and managed.  Work on this initiative will continue outside of a Senate committee for the time-being.
