This proposed revision to Section F64.6 updates University Handbook language to reflect the approved removal of the last-class
withdrawal barrier and the current withdrawal process in KSIS. The change clarifies that a university withdrawal occurs when a student
disenrolls from all courses in a term through the student information system, while maintaining required restrictions for certain student
populations to ensure compliance with federal, visa, athletic, and military regulations. The update improves clarity, reduces
administrative burden, and aligns policy language with established operational practice and compliance requirements.
