		A motion was made and seconded to approve all Course proposals.  Discussion placed a hold on AGEC 475 due to questions about the legality of requiring personal financial information.  GENAG 400 and 401 were tabled due to questions about credit hours for travel; Conditional approvals are: AAI 590-599 due to no impact report, Staley school will reach out; DANCE 240 and MUSIC 244 need to add a note about the difference between 2 and 3 credit courses; ACE 497 needs to be a change form, not new.  The following AMP courses are being tabled due to a question about whether these are changes or new courses:  AMP 113, 201, 202, 203, 204, 205, 206, 297, 303, 397.  Hansin said he’d heard from Sean and they are working on these courses.  The lab hours need to be fixed on AMP 301 and 302; MLAI 451, 499 and 504 have the wrong syllabus attached. All other courses were approved, motion carried.   
		There was discussion around ME 599 not having a syllabus.  That is a special topics class offered semester to semester.  The topic and credit hours vary depending on what is offered.  A syllabus will be added once the topic is known. 
		Later in the meeting, it was noted that the Masters in Arts in Teaching did not have supporting documents for impact in numerous areas.  The motion to approve was rescinded.  A new motion to table the MAT course was seconded.  Motion carried.
