a) Apply for Student Financial Aid (complete a 2015-2016 FAFSA).
b) A copy of 2014 Federal Income Tax Form(s).
¢) Any additional records, such as copies of veteran’s benefits.

3. Submit a one-page, typed summary describing:
a) Your academic and career goals, and your plans toward achieving them,
b) Your activities and experiences related to your academic and career goals,
¢) How this scholarship would help you to meet your goals.

4. Submit application packet on time! Late or incomplete applications will not be
considered.

5. The scholarship recipient may be asked to write a thank you note to Ms. Lynda March.
