POLSC 135: INTRODUCTION TO COMPARATIVE POLITICS
Comparative analysis of politics in both "developed" and "developing"
countries. Though some attention will be given to abstract and theoretical
concepts, the emphasis will be on the actual political process in the
countries selected for study.

POLSC 145: WORLD POLITICS

Introduction to the study of politics among nations, states, and other world
actors. Learn about the foreign policy making process, international trade,
the environment, and international conflict - among other topics.

POLSC 155 INTRODUCTION TO POLITICAL THOUGHT

An introduction to the major themes and leading writers in political
philosophy and a discussion of their application to modern politics. This
course emphasizes learning how to read and appreciate classic text.
