The course has been kept in great shape and has beautiful 
irrigated greens, tees and fairways. The Club is currently seeking a Superintendent of the golf 
course and clubhouse grounds.  Part of the role of the new Superintendent will be recognizing 
and providing input of how to better maintain the current playing conditions.  

Requirements- 

∙          Maintains grounds including the golf course, clubhouse surroundings and other maintainable 
property. 

∙         Planting, fertilizing and chemical applications, and other care of turf, plants, shrubs and trees on 
the golf course and clubhouse surrounds. 

∙          Develops chemical and fertilizing plan and works closely with greens committee and 
communicates frequently to discuss activities, goals, plans and suggested improvement for 
course conditions. 

∙          Maintains inventory and provides repairs when needed along with scheduled maintenance of golf 
course maintenance equipment. 

∙          Manage maintenance and operation of drainage, irrigation and other mechanical watering 
systems. 

∙         Informs members about present and future maintenance activities. 

∙ Coordinates with events planning committee to prepare the course for specific needs leading up 
to and during those events. 

∙       Ensures that the golf course is providing healthy and high-quality playing conditions for members 
& guests of the property. 

∙       Must either possess a current Kansas Applicators License or be willing to acquire quickly 

∙      Perform other duties as assigned. 

∙ Hire and supervise both fulltime and seasonal golf course staff.  

∙ Provide two way communications with the greens committee, board of directors and the general 
manager. The position reports to the board.  

∙ Coordinates working budget with the greens committee and provides monthly updates at board 
meetings.  

This is a hands-on position. Qualified candidates should be able and willing to perform everything that 
they delegate.
