Q: I’d like to have my own team.  Why can we only sign up to play with two additional people? I really liked my team from last year, and I'd like to play with all of them again.
A: The goal of the league is to try and get as many people interested in Ultimate as possible, and to make the league a place where the newer players can learn from the older players. Therefore we build the teams with two goals in mind: (1) Try to make the teams as even as possible and (2) Try to make sure the experienced players are well distributed. Also, by keeping the teams equal, this will hopefully keep all the games competitive. It also gives everyone a chance to meet and play with new people.
Q: What about adverse weather.  When are games canceled, and when/where are make-up games??
A. Games are only canceled for severe weather; lightening delays.  T-storms can pass quickly and we will play in rain as long as there is no lightening.  If the Rec fields are closed because of rain, we will play at Northeast Community Park. The address is 680 Knox Lane, Manhattan, KS 66502. (link opens Google Maps) 
Q: What are the rules of ultimate?
A. In essence, ultimate is a very simple game with only a few rules. Pretty much everything you need to know is stated in the 10 Simple Rules of Ultimate document on the Ultimate Players Association’s website. The full version of the rules is at http://www.upa.org/ultimate/rules/11th. Manhattan Ultimate Summer League uses the full version with one modification: a team can not play a zone defense during a point, if it is currently ahead in the score. 

NOTE: we don’t necessarily enforce all of the rules, especially early in the season. 

Q. Do I need to read all the rules and understand them? Will there be a quiz or something?
A. Your team captain will teach you the rules we enforce during Manhattan Ultimate Summer League so don’t worry about reading the rules. If you want to do so, though, more power to you!
